Description of the project 

Summary of the project (up to 100 words)
	Wind for Youth 12 is a  large scale youth and culture project between  two partners, Ino  ry from LAG Aktiivinen’s area (Finland) and Jung St Marien –band form LAG LinzLands area – from Austria.
The project makes possible the educational exchange on European music education, exchange of orchestras,cultural studies, international education for youngsters  and developing of cultural tourism on music-thematics. One of the main thematics is to keep youngstes togehther and maintain the orchestras function up to be the  adult composed orchestras as nowadays in rural areas the youngsters tend to move away and all the orchestra work will be lost in the area.

In the project will be composed common practising pieces of music to be exercised in distance by both bands, the research of streaming technique to be utilized in common music exercises (two countries togehther in site-playing and search also the possibilities to make common concerts by distance by streaming technique. Common high level international  workshops and concerts in both areas. Music cultural tourism packages and friendship activity is on eof the main scopes.



Shared Objectives
Need for the project and background: Why the project was started, who developed the idea, what kind of targets the project has or is expected to achieve and the main target groups? How the international dimension added value? (up to 100 words)

	Ino Ry from Ikaalinen was searching  high level partners for durable European collaboration first within a small preparation project funded by LAG Aktiivinen Pohjois-Satakunta ry and Jung St Mariens- band contacted them during this preparatory project. The Austria is a “music land” and Jung St Marien demonstarted to be a very high level and qualified project partner willing to do a real collaboration.  The idea of project was developed toghether with Austrians in order to face the both realities and to set up a very useful project (useful for both partner areas). 
The target group of project is quite great (youngsters interestedin music and interest in orchestra playing and the families of them) in its specific area of music.  International dimension added value in order to keep bigger youngsters interested in playing and making part of the band (common sense of doing together) , the family accommodations in both partner areas  during the international workshops increased the making friendship between all the partecipants (big groups) and enlargened the range of persons being part of the project. Facebook and social medias were largely used and youngsters/ persons involved  formed longlasting  contacts (ongoing strongly also now).

The project received visibility even in Finnish television and a good visibility on Sata Häme Soi-festival event as well (Scandinavias most great accordeon  music festival). Without the international dimension the project hadn’t even been ever done as the exchange of conductors, the worlshops,events  and orchestra work and the streaming. The cultural music tourism packages were developed and tested (both areas have owninteresting  strongnesses on this side).

Results and Transferability

What was achieved? What is the added value of the project? Can the results or methodology of the project be used by others? Will the project or actions started during the project continue after completion? (up to 100 words)
	The project was a success managing to implement it’s initial targets and even successfully exceeding them in both partners areas.  The adult orchestra activity is being started as some of the youngsters even decised to stay, live and study  in Ikaalinen area because of this new possibility and study in the local college instead of moving to bigger towns. The music hobby activity serves also in preventing of social problems (youngsters activation). Within the project the culturaloffer was extended in both partner areas by concerts given together in international workshops (free concerts offered in plenty of smaller municipalities where normally the high level concert offer is very scarse). The project was well presented in different medias (radio, TV, newspapers). The better understanding of the valor of language skills produced in youngsters positive effects (both partners using a foreign language – English) in the activities.
The project produced a good pattern for preventing of youngsters music hobby ceasing (the age 14-17 is very strategical as many just stop the playing as interested in other things) and being interested in staying and living in rural areas. The pattern of workshops and conductor exchange between partners was functionable and the cultural music tourism-packages creating in both areas resulted succesful experiences.
The project actions created a long lasting collaboration ties and the first public concert of entirely Finnish music ever kept is being planned in Austria for 2013. The partners are in strong collaboration and planning the next steps and exchanges. The conductors have been partecipating in freewilling teaching in proper partner areas events reciprocally after the project.


Lessons learnt 

What new experiences were learnt? Were there any educational aspects? (up to 100 words)

	*** International guided educative process with similar scopes in different partner countires can be syncronized in a well managed and administrated process. The educational path and possibilities were surely very useful between the partners as it was not treating simply of the orchestar visits but a continuous social networking and creation of cohesion and collaboration in more profound sense.
Both partners excell in very high level music education since many years  but didn’t have experiences on this kind of collaboration between  partners.
*** Social medias has been very important in contacting and making friendship between youngsters
